Library Wish List to Friends and Foundation

Library Services Manager Tim Hetherton gave a computer presentation of each of the Friends of the Library and NBPL Foundation wish list items.  Staff will amend the lists and then present them to the Board for approval at the June 21, 2011 Regular Board of Library Trustees meeting.
Approve Board of Library Trustees By-Laws as Amended

Amendments to the Board of Library Trustees By-Laws as suggested at the May 3, 2011 Study Session and as revised by the City Attorney were reviewed.  The By Laws will be presented at the June 14, 2011 City Council meeting for review.  After that time, the City Clerk will notify the Board of Library Trustee applicants of the change in the meeting schedule.  
It was motioned, seconded and passed (Trustee Murguia/Trustee King) to approve the Board of Library Trustees By-Laws as amended.  Motion carried by acclamation.   

Civic Center Update
Library Services Director Cynthia Cowell gave an update on the Civic Center project and the Library expansion.  The olive trees next to the Library will be removed and replaced with drought tolerant landscaping.  CW Driver has been very accommodating and easy to work with.

Customer Comments – The April customer comments were reviewed and discussed.
Monthly Reports

Library Activities – Monthly activities for the month of April were reviewed and discussed.  The Board requested staff to prepare a categorized detail of the circulation statistics from the past three years.  
Financial Report – Reviewed and discussed.  Tim Hetherton reported that the six month transition with Brodart which began summer 2010 and ended February 2011 went smoothly and that the Book budget is on track.   Cynthia Cowell reported that over 440 books were delivered today and will be shelf ready by Friday of this week. She commended staff for their efforts in making a successful transition.
Board of Trustees’ Monitoring List – Reviewed and discussed.  This list will be updated once City Council has approved the amended By Laws in June 2011.
Library Services Director Report – Cynthia Cowell reported that additional budget cuts were requested by the City Manager.  Staff was able to meet a large part of this request by cost savings on past vacated positions which were never re-filled, and by minimal cuts in part time 
staff hours.  Staff will make these adjustments to the budget as seamless as possible by still providing the same level of customer service.  
Tomorrow is the Annual City of Newport Beach Employee Recognition lunch, where Melissa Kelly will be honored as one of five Dorothy Palen nominees.  Several staff will also receive their service year pins at this event.

Trustee Jerry King stated that he will be in Tuscany from Friday, June 19 through Tuesday, June 28, so will be unable to attend the June 21 Regular Board of Library Trustees meeting. 
Cynthia announced that she will be on personal leave from May 19 through May 30, and will return to the office on May 31.
