It was motioned, seconded and passed (Trustee Crutchley/Trustee King) to approve the meeting minutes from the Regular Board Meeting of December 21, 2010.   Motion carried by acclamation.

Review 2011 Holidays / Meeting Schedule

The Board reviewed the 2011 City holidays and Library closures for 2011 and looked at the scheduled Board Meetings.  No holidays will affect cancellation of any of the upcoming Board meetings.  

It was motioned, seconded and passed (Trustee King/ Trustee Murguia) to approve the 2011 Holidays / Meeting Schedule as presented at the meeting.

Newport Beach Sunrise Rotary Club Fundraiser Parameters

A Newport Beach Sunrise Rotary Foundation (NBSRF) “Passport to the World Italy” fundraising event scheduled at the Central Library on Saturday, April 2, 2011 after the Library closes to the public at 4:00 p.m. was discussed.  The Newport-Mesa Pro Literacy Foundation (NMPLF) would be a beneficiary of this event.  The NBSRF has a full 501(c)(3) charitable organization status.  All of the funds raised from this event would go to local charities such as the Newport-Mesa Schools Foundation; scholarships for students in our local community colleges, Newport Beach Public Library literacy programs; Boy Scouts, and several others. NBSRF has pledged a minimum of $5,000 to the NMPLF and 10 percent of any profits over the estimated $50,000. The event will feature food stations, a wine bar, singing waiters, a harpist, a wandering violinist, and a piano player. The food and wine is being donated by a licensed food and beverage vendor.  NBSRF will provide all necessary insurance, set-up and tear down, and cleaning.  A total of 400 tickets will be sold for $125 each.  The City Attorney's office has reviewed the Library policy and concurs that it is within the parameters of this policy to hold such an event in the building. If it is decided after this event that the Library would accommodate groups who wish to pay fees for use of Library facilities for this type of event, and which could be a source of revenue in the future, then the Friends Meeting Room policy would need to be amended by the Board of Library Trustees.  
It was motioned, seconded and passed by the following roll call vote:

Yes by Trustees Lynn Crutchley, Jerry King, Stephanie Murguia; No by Chair Karen Clark; Trustee Kathleen Peterson was not present at the time of this vote to approve the closure of 4:00 p.m. to the public on Saturday April 2, 2011 and to approve the Newport Beach Sunrise Rotary Club Fundraiser to be held at the Central Library, with a profit of $5,000 and 10% of any profit over $50,000 to go to the Newport-Mesa Pro Literacy Foundation.  Motion amended to include holding this event as a pilot fundraising program.  After the event the Board of Library Trustees will convene for a formal critique to discuss whether or not to allow future fundraising events such as this.

State Budget

Library Services Director Cynthia Cowell distributed a state revenue report and gave an update on the proposed state budget cuts and how they will affect the upcoming fiscal year 2011/2012 budget.  The proposed revenue loss if approved by the state in July 2011 on non-resident funding to the Library, as well as ways in which staff could pare back were discussed. The City budget preparation begins tomorrow.
