Public Present/Comments – The Board was given the Library Policy for Use of Library Grounds.  Library Customer Dan Riley distributed a handout on Greenpeace history and stated his concerns against this organization using the Expressive Use Area at the Central Library. He suggested that if they continue they should sit behind a table with a banner on it, and not approach people directly.  The Board acknowledged his comments and said they would look into it.
Critical Review of Online Database Resources & Services and Database Usage Report  –
Reference Supervisor and Web Services Coordinator Genesis Hansen gave an overview of the Library databases.  New and upcoming databases include Rocket Languages, Tuition Funding Sources, Gale Virtual Reference Library and Universal Class.  The most heavily used databases are Reference USA, Valueline, Morningstar, Tumblebooks and Overdrive.  Staff will be reviewing some of the databases not so widely used such as RealQuest, World Book, ProQuest, Facts on File Ancient History and Novelist/Novelist K-8.  Two databases that are utilized rarely are Kids InfoBits and Mergent Investors Edge.  Staff suggested cutting the databases that are not widely used, creating a market push to combat slowing trends, and changing statistic tracking and reporting.  Discussion continued on ways in which staff could market to schools to decrease slowing trends.
Annual Budget Update – City Manager Dave Kiff asked the Board to introduce themselves.  He then gave an overview of the City’s current fiscal climate and the proposed 10% budget cut to the Library in which 5% will be made in FY 2011/2012 and another 5% in FY 2012/2013.  
Civic Center Construction Update – City Manager Dave Kiff and Library Services Director both spoke on the Civic Center Construction to date and the projected timeline for the second floor wall construction.  
Report from Board of Library Trustees – None.
Report from Library Services Director  – The proposed placement of a Reagan statue on City property was 
discussed.  Following this meeting is a City Arts Commission presented lecture by landscape architect Peter

Walker who is designing the new Civic Center Park project.
